Free, Easy and online
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When you work with others and want to set a date to get together or meet, does it become cumbersome to get all your calendars coordinated?
Are you trying to make a decision based on input from others? Doodle can help you out, and it’s free.



Scheduling the “best” time
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You can create a Schedule for an event and select the dates, then add in the times you want to suggest. When you complete that you can launch your “doodle’” and send a hyperlink to those you want to invite. They click on the link and enter their name, then select their choices. You can see the total number that have selected the items at the bottom, and also which day and times are the best for the group.



Choices
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You can also select a Choice and launch a doodle poll for that. Here I’ve created a lunch menu choice. The individuals logged in, entered their name, and selected their choice. You, as the administrator/creator of the choices poll have a link to use to check on what everyone has selected. It’s really easy and a great time saver.



Getting the link to send out to others
 Immediate access to the link so you can email it out OR
 The link is emailed to you to forward or put on a web 

site
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This is what you see after you create either a schedule or choices poll. You can click on the Participation link to copy and paste it into your email invitation, or uyo can load the emails in and let Doodle send it out. You also get the administration link so you can check it and even edit and make changes to it. It’s simple and really easy to use. 
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
